нκоDΩǎ Egg Experiments in honour of Science Week 

This week 2/3G have conducted two egg experiments.  
The first experiment was an Egg in Vinegar Experiment, and it was awesome. After soaking our eggs in vinegar for 48hours, we 
rinsed our eggs with water and began our investigations. Can you believe that our eggs turned into naked, bouncy, rubber eggs! 
2/3G students then began their investigations. We gathered evidence asking ourselves; how high could they bounce? Could light 
pass through them? And what happened to the shell? There were so many questions from one simple experiment.  
 
 



The second experiment used the leftover eggs from our first experiment.  
Using the leftover eggs, we conducted an experiment on what sugary drinks do to your teeth? We discussed how our teeth and 
eggshells are made of the same basic stuff (calcium) and so we could soak some eggs in popular drinks to see what would 
happen to our teeth over time. We used orange juice, apple and black current juice, Pepsi Max, and water. The results 
were quite striking. I think 2/3G have certainly realised just how harmful sugary and fizzy drinks are to our teeth, and 
how important it is to brush our teeth every day!
